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ÅCrime categories of Note
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I.  Deputies and Detectives have worked to solve a number of crimes that 
occurred in The Woodlands Township.  Many of these, are crimes of fraud, we 
asked citizens to help us reduce crime by reducing the opportunity by 
following these steps to protect your identity:

ÅKEEP YOUR personal records SECURE:

ÅShred sensitive papers before placing in your trash, such as bank 
statements, medical forms, credit card statements, etc.

ÅChange your passwords regularly and use dual authentication when 
available to safeguard access to bank institutions and credit cards

ÅDo not post that you are going out of town on Social Media
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ÅProtect your social security number, do not carry in your wallet or purse.

ÅNever give access to identifying information, name, date of birth, social 
security number over the phone to someone who has called purporting to 
be a representative of IRS, Medicare, Medicaid, AARP, Social Security 
Administration, etc.

ÅAlways VERIFY anyone who is requesting personal identifying information.

ÅFreeze your credit reports.  This will prevent someone from opening any 
new credit files in your name, if the creditors attempts to verify with the 
credit bureau.  
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II.  This Board of Directors funded of an initiative for advanced training in the 
area Behavior Health and Suicide Prevention as part of the Community Task 
Force.

ÅWith the COVID-19 Pandemic and subsequent restrictions not all of the 
training has been completed.  We had asked that the unspent funds be 
carried forward to be completed this calendar year.

III.  We have been working with staff, and hope to have a request for the 
purchase of the police vehicles before you in the near future, for consideration 
and approval.  These are the vehicles you authorized for purchase in the recent 
ILA.  Delivery is upwards of 120 days.  The vehicle then must be equipped and 
fitted prior to being deployed.  We are looking at 8-12 months once the purchase 
is approved.
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IV. We plan again to work with the Coalition for the Homeless to address some 
current issues of homelessness in the area, for those who want help, we will 
help them connect to a needed resource or mental health intervention.
